Dear Parents and Carers, 

 
Year 6 Residential Trip in June 2026 

We are delighted to tell you that we have been able to confirm the residential trip for Year 6 during June 2026. 
Following on from the success of previous year’s trips, we will be returning to Fairthorne Manor in Curdridge 
in Southampton for four days and three nights. The dates they will be going are Tuesday 2nd– Friday 5th June 
2026. Total cost of the trip is £304 per child. Please note that the Governors have agreed to fund the coach 
hire in order to keep the overall price down. 

Fairthorne Manor is set in 111 acres and provides a safe and stimulating environment with an outdoor 
adventure site which offers a range of exciting outdoor adventure activities. The children will have the 
opportunity to take part in a variety of activities e.g. abseiling, blind trail, climbing, initiative exercises, 
kayaking, raft building, survival skills and team challenges amongst others. The accommodation is on a full 
board basis with healthy balanced home cooked meals. The children will sleep in dormitories. These trips have 
always been action packed and stimulating for the children. 

In order to confirm the booking, I need to know whether you would like your child to take part.  If you wish 
your child to join this trip please would you pay £45.00 non-refundable deposit online via WisePay. We really 
would appreciate it if as many of you as possible could pay the deposit by Thursday 17th July 2025 but if you 
are unable to we are happy for you to wait until the end of the month, but you must let us know by indicating 
it on the online reply slip, thank you. The full amount will need to be paid by April 30th 2026. You can pay this 
in instalments on WisePay at any time up until the 30th April 2026 to suit you. 

Please note your child does not have a right to go, even if you have paid the deposit.  In the interest of the 
child’s own safety, or that of the wider group, we may take the decision to withdraw the place on the trip.   

If you are in receipt of free school meals you may be entitled to a reduction in the cost of the trip so please 
enquire at the school office. If you wish your child to go but are unable to pay the full deposit by the end of 
July please speak to myself or Mrs Foster in the office. Thank you. 
 
Please complete the electronic form to let us know if you wish your child to go on the trip and please indicate 
whether you have paid your deposit on WisePay or if you have to wait until the end of the month. You can 
access the form via this link https://forms.office.com/e/quz9Q9u03m 
It may ask you to sign in, if it does, please use your child’s Microsoft Teams log in.  
 
This will need to be completed by Thursday 17th July 2025. It will only take you a couple of minutes to complete 
and it is required, thank you.
